The property consists of an outside area of approximately 4,000 m2, with established
and custom groomed gardens, which surround the houses themselves.

The house consists of 2 structures, with a total area of approximately 745 m2, built in in
the year 2000.
Main House:

Basement:

Cellar with a capacity of 1,000 bottles, and one of the walls with detachable shelves, all
custom made of wood.
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Onebedroom with private bathroom, with TV and Telephone.



The bedroom is furnished with an antique mahogany bed, bedside tables, one wardrobe
and a rattan sofa. This room was meant for domestic help, but can easily be used as a
regular room, since the rtemials used are of the same high quality as the rest of the
house. It has its own telephone and television outlet.

The bathroom is composed of a shower stall, toilet and basin, built in its own cabinet.

One office, (planned for a gym, but later ugadmy office), also with TV and

telephone facilities. It is equipped with desks (2) table (1) and filing cabinets as well as
computer equipment, fax, scanner and all necessary items to run an office. There are
mahogany bookcases on 2 of the walls and ssima mahogany storage cabinet, with a
hidden built in safe.

One service hall, with a very large credenza, with black marble top, which can be used
for extra storage of crystal and china

One large pantry, holding 3 horizontal large freezers and avalbtl shelves, for food
and utilities storage. If the house were to be used as a bed and breakfast, this pantry
could easily be converted into a cold camera for storing perishables.



The floor is all of washable, stain and skid prolef, from Spain, and so is the staircase
leading to the ground floor.

Ground floor:

Large indoors garage for 2 vehicles (extra parking space available outside for about 10
cars) The garage is completely finished with the same Spanish tile flooring as the
basement, and ceiling moldings. The walls are lined with 9 cabinets, to store cleaning
materials, magazines, tools, etc. From the garage you go right into a service hall, and to

the laundry room, this one equipped with top of the line GE washeatrged imported
from the United States. There is also a small vat to do the hand wash.

Then you go into a large kitchen/family room, with a total area of 64 m2. This area is
equipped with GE appliances, such as, dishwasher, trash compactor, giiesaeagnd
brushed steel exhaust, built in convection oven and a separate microwave oven, as well
as a beautiful GE refrigerator.
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You go from the kitchen into the dining room through the swivel doors, and see a solid
mahogany 3 m long table, surrounded by twelve Chippendale style chairs. This room is
enhanced by an f&entury china cabinet, with beautiful Italian marble top and a
coordinating mirror. On the opposite side, an impressive English china cabinet,"also 18
century, and also mahogany. There is still, in the same room, a thictagiry

French china cabinet. To complement this, an attractive side table, with removable zink
insert, which could be used for flowers or as you wish. This is also a French antique.
One fixture that stands out is the beautiful fireplace, which hasencwaesigned

mahogany front.
